In 2017, Thilawa SEZ's factory plots
have seen much completion and the start
of operations. Famous Japanese logistics
companies such as NITTSU, KONOIKE and
YUSEN LOGISTICS, a major company such
as [HI have begun operations lately. There
are now 32 companies and its factories in
the SEZ. Zone A which is 405Ha (2400Ha
total area in the SEZ) is now almost sold
out, and zone B (101Ha) is now ready to
be released and the presence of the area is
rising.

Thilawa SEZ is an investment project
between Myanmar and Japan with 50%
stakes each. In Japan, Sumitomo,
Mitsubishi and Marubeni are rivals but
they have come together to work on this
project, also JICA has over 100 people
working on this project and this shows
how serious the project is. Last year,

Japanese Prime Minister Shinzo Abe
promised Aung San Suu Kyi (State
counsellor and foreign minister of
Myanmar) an economic support of 800
billion yen, a part of this is said to be used
for developments around the special
economic zone. For Japanese companies
who consider business expansion this
must become a tailwind.

The benefits to create a factory in
Myanmar is mainly divided into two, the
first being an appeal to domestic demand
due to the 50 million population of the
country, and the second will be
manufacturing and exports of goods
taking the advantage of the low wages
comparing with some of the other ASEAN
countries. Myanmar has been rapidly
advancing since the civilian lead
administration has taken power in 2011,
now the time of seeding has come to an
end and people are seeking concrete
results. On page 8, we have an interview
with Mr. Yanai, the director of Myanmar

which manages and develops the SEZ, he
commented that there are no economic
zones with so many constructions in
progress, and comparing with last year,
the view has changed completely. The
infrastructure has been improved and the
whole area is a little like the TV game “SIM
CITY" with all the factories going up.
People who visited Thilawa several years
ago all said that there is nothing here but
now we have 32 factories and the rapid
development is backed with all the logistic
companies starting their operations here.

Thilawa’s development
reflects Myanmar

For companies considering the advance
into the area has thought the lack of
infrastructure to be an issue, but this has
been improved dramatically. Although
there are three blackouts a month on
average at Thilawa, this is much less
comparing with other industrial parks in
the country. The improvement works are
ongoing at the special economic zone. The
road between Yangon city and Thilawa
will undergo improvements too. An
advance into a foreign country always
comes with advantages and disadvantages
but the advantages entering Thilawa is
great. (See details below) After applying

for a tenancy, you will get results within
30days, and there is a one stop service
center to help you with the application,
also a guarantee of relatively stable
infrastructure is in place. It is difficult to
say that other industrial parks in the
region have infrastructure and other
conditions of global standards and as a
result it is natural to make the decision to
choose Thilawa. When entering a foreign
country there will be endless risks if you
start to list them all. Japan grew into an
economic giant rapidly in a period of
twenty years after the war. So, situations
are very different, and there will be risks
to consider. We have to say that Myanmar
has grown too fast, and the development
of law and business habits can be
questionable, there could be currency
exchange risks or the risks for rising labor
costs. Even with all these issues, we know
that all is moving in the right direction
and there is a huge chance here.Several
years ago, a sim card cost over 2000 USD
but now you can get one for 1500Ks, who
could have guessed that? Now we have 4G
networks and have services like UBER
which is not permitted in Japan. Every-
thing will undergo leveling, commented
Mr. Yanai and this has become obvious
lately. But, this is not only in Myanmar
and is happening all over the world, what

What is the difference between
SEZ and an industrial zone?

While industrial zones are regulated under the Foreign Invest-
ment Law, SEZ is regulated under SEZ law, and you will enjoy
deregulations and favorable conditions compared with an
industrial zone. There are benefits for businesses other than
manufacturing, at zone A in Thilawa, there are “Industrial area”
for the manufacturing companies and “Residential & Commer-
cial Area” for other commercial activities. Japanese hotel chain “

Super Hotel” is under construction now and they plan to open in
July 2018 with 129 guest rooms and facilities like restaurant.

What is the merit to be
within Thilawa SEZ?

There are many advantages to take tenancy in

3) All complicated tenancy process can be
handled through the “One stop service center”

areas can take up to a year for the process to be
permitted)

5) Generous conditions on duty-free of
corporate tax and import duties

6) Stable infrastructure comparing with area
outside of the SEZ, 60 minutes away from
Yangon city of good living environment is also
an advantage for assigned employees

“Future plans” of Thilawa SEZ by MITD,

As we have explained in the former page, MJTD
oversees selling and managing land within the
SEZ. It is an important position when thinking
about the manufacturing industry in Myanmar,
Mr. Takashi Yanai is the first president. We have
interviewed him on recent topics and issues

they have along with prospects.

Construction starts at zone B,
Infrastructure problems that are
improving day-to-day

Thilawa SEZ consists of 2400ha. Zone
A has 405ha and was first on sale in 2014,
after almost three years 95% of the plots
are sold. With 79 companies occupying
the area, almost half of them are Japanese
companies. 32 out of the 79 are already in
operation. Opposite of zone A is zone B
with 101Ha of land which is undergoing
constructions since February, already 3
companies have signed a contract there.
They plan to accommodate 20-25
companies at zone B. “The pace is much
faster than what we estimated to be, we
thought it would take three times of what
it has been,” commented Mr. Takashi
Yanai who is the first president of MJTD.
JICA has invested 10% using national
budget, they understand a 400Ha
development was not going to be enough.
Japan has invested on projects such as
water supply pipes, power plant,
substations, ports and roads in the
country and the expectations people had
on the SEZ is huge. The background
behind the steady growth lies between the
democratic movement in 2011,
untouched” market of 50 million and the
low wages here in Myanmar. 49 of the
companies in the SEZ are domestically
oriented and 24 are export oriented, and
the others are logistic companies.
Myanmar still has shortage on consumer
goods and there is a hunger there with
high potential.

Export oriented industries are
supported on the low wages and the fact
that the government is interested in trying
to cancel the massive trade deficit (foreign
capital outflow); this is a win-win situation.
For companies considering entering, the
lack of infrastructure must be an issue.

Mr. Takashi Yanai

Works for the industrial section of
Sumitomo Corporation and has
worked on projects around SEA
including in Thang Long (Vietnam).
He has been involved since Thilawa
was in the development phase and he
took office at MJTD in January 2014.

MJTD's office is located at the main gate
of Thilawa SEZ. Everyday, they have
guests visiting for viewing or seeking
advice. On the ground floor, they have
the one stop service center (0SSC) and
MJTD's office is located on the second
floor. Many of the companies go to
0SSC for advice or assistance and we
will post an interview with their expert
on the next issue.

Myanmar has many blackouts, slow
internet speed and the poor road
conditions make it hard for logistics, but
most of these are from the past lead by
JICA’s support in solving these issues. At
Thilawa, the substation and power plant
will be running soon so the number of
blackouts is going to decrease. “Now, we
have two or three blackouts per month.
When the substation is in operation this
should change. But we make sure to tell
the companies the truth that there are
blackouts.” The internet speed is
improving these days and you can now get
4G in Yangon, internet speed in the major
cities should be no different from a
developed country in any time.

Some purchasing additional land,
construction booms ever
in the world

“Rising labor costs cannot be avoided
but this should not be a decision factor
when considering the advance into
Myanmar. Because it will be two or three
years before all the construction is
completed and the factory is ready for
running, and it is a foreseeable change.”
Mr. Yanai commented. Even with a trend
of rising labor costs, the costs here are still
a lot lower than some of the other ASEAN
countries. There is still ample chance for
labor-intensive industries. “There are

companies who have expanded their land.
Three companies in the first 18 months,
and one is already expanding their
factory.

I am sure there are not many SEZ
so much

around the world with

constructions going on.” Mr. Yanai says
with confidence. Automobile related and

electronic  industries  have  high
expectations because of the huge supply
chain they will need but Mr. Yanai thinks
they will still need more time here. “
Assembly is possible here now but we will
need more time before they can manage a
chain operation like they have in
Thailand.” Even with infrastructure
support from countries such as Japan, in
five or ten year's time it may be possible to
strengthen a high added-value industry.

The GDP growth rate is 7-8%, finally
with a stabilized political and economical
environment. “This is how globalization
operates, it should be levelled slowly.
There is no point on discussing issues
when things are unstable. In the long run,
Myanmar will definitely grow,” says Mr.
Yanai. Any study you see will show that
the country is growing and the SEZ is
growing. This is a great chance when
foreseeing the future.

What is happening
at zone B?

Now that zone A is almost sold out,

zone B is undergoing constructions

since the beginning of this year. It is

located on the opposite side of zone A

and has an area of 101 Ha. Mr. Yanai

assumes there will be 20-25 companies
there. Already 3 plots have been taken
and they assume sales will proceed
smoothly.

Market penetration at Thilawa SEZ

Thilawa's success will be
a touchstone to the future

—Can you tell us a little about the visitors
and inquiries you get at JETRO Yangon
office.

After transition in 2011, the Japanese
corporates  visiting ~Myanmar was
increased under the the democratic
government. [ think the times of business
inspection are over, there are now new
businesses starting here that never existed.
The accumulation of business increases
thickness and now is the time to build a
supply chain. Lately the number of visitors
to the office has calmed down but in 2012,
Yangon office recorded the most visitors
out of over 70 JETRO offices around the
world. There were 500-600 people in a
month visiting the office back then, which
is about double of the figure now.

Most visitors were here just to see the
development of Myanmar or to ask compa-
nies who operate in the country for some
advice, but now they want more details
such as a wish to hear stories directly from
companies who have business in Thilawa
SEZ or wanting to see the actual operations
of factories.

Companies who are interested in the
SEZ are mainly in the manufacturing indus-

try but they can be divided into two
groups, domestic oriented and export
oriented businesses. The ratio of the two is
2:1 at the moment.

—What is a popular deciding factor for
companies to enter Thilawa SEZ?

The main reason was that there are no
other industrial parks that meet the
requirements. Mingaladon Industrial Park
is full and other parks do not meet the
standards that Japanese companies
require. Infrastructure is at buyer’s respon-
sibility so the issues are on everything such
as electricity, water and workers. At some
industrial parks, the plots have been
bought for investment and they stay empty
waiting for the price to rise, the govern-
ment has alarmed the management so in
some cases, they build a cheap warehouse
to cover the fact. Thilawa SEZ has one of
the best facilities and infrastructure
comparing with neighboring ASEAN
countries and can be a savior.

—What kind of advice is desired for
manufacturing industries?

Their main concern is on the quality of
infrastructure such as electricity and
water, also another popular inquiry is on
how to gather enough workers. Both the
government and the private sector have
been working on improving the infrastruc-
ture in and around Thilawa SEZ. As to
securing labor force, each of the compa-
nies makes efforts. But other ASEAN
countries have proven that with increased
recognition, there will be enough workers

“Now is the time to consider building a supply chain.” Said Mr.
Yamaoka the head of JETRO Yangon who assists on Japanese
corporates entering the country. The peak of visitors to our office
is over but now they have more serious inquiries. We asked about
topics discussed by clients and the market penetration in the

applying for jobs just by word of mouth if
the working conditions are good enough.

In the industrial park business, it is said
that when 20-30 Ha is sold, the business is in
success. With the amount of sales, they have
had at zone A, it shows the high interest of
good quality industrial parks amongst the
manufacturing industry. Looking at the area
of zone B, we assume they have plans to sell
the area within 3-5 years, but I personally
think it will be faster than that.

—1I have heard that JETRO holds seminars
introducing the advance to Myanmar in
Japan

Yes, we have held 18 seminars since
2012. At our Tokyo seminar, we usually
gather over 500 guests. About 90% of
companies who enter Thilawa SEZ use our
services. The SEZ is a touchstone for
businesses development in the manufactur-
ing industry of Myanmar, we think that it
will affect the future of industrialization in
Myanmar. The management committee of
Thilawa SEZ has requested us for coopera-
tion on the invitation of Japanese enterprise
to zone B, and we plan to hold seminars in
Japan again this year.

things to know before you start

Construction period taking

—What is the actual situation at Thilawa?

Japanese construction companies will
feel safe conducting business at Thilawa
SEZ because a lot of laws to protect
businesses are in place comparing with
other industrial zones. The one stop service
center acts as a clerk to process applica-
tions so the flow is usually smooth and we
can guess construction period easily and

we can keep on the schedule most of the
times.

If this was at an ordinary industrial
zone, even with a MIC approved project,
we will have to go around government
offices individually and is very time
consuming. Some government offices do
not allow foreigners so we have no choice
but to use local staff to do certain negotia-
tions, this slows down the process too. It
becomes difficult to set a concrete sched-
ule because in some cases we must go
around the offices multiple times.

—What are the things we should keep in
mind?

As a construction company, it is import-
ant that we set the construction period
taking into account the rainy season. As
any other country in ASEAN, Myanmar has
the rainy season and the dry season, when
constructing a factory within the SEZ we
advice to start construction work in

At the first SEZ of Myanmar, over 65 construction sites are ongoing.
We asked Japanese construction companies a few questions. This
interview is with Mr. Saito, who is the chief of Konoike Construction,
they are working on Wacoal’s factory in Thilawa SEZ.

October, when the rainy season has come to
an end. In this case, by the time the next
rainy season kicks in, we will have a roof
over us so we can work under that.

—Are there any other issues you can think
about?

There are laws but nothing is concrete
and change is yet to come, sometimes there
are sudden changes in the regulations too
and this can cause trouble for us. Three
years ago, the commercial tax rule was
amended and we had to go back to all our
past contracts to add the 5% commercial tax.
I guess this is something unavoidable doing
business in a developing country.

Managing Director, Eden Group

Expand business range
from Construction and Agriculture
to Finance and Tourism sectors

Nagasugi : Thank you so much for giving
your time today. May | know about the
business such as Construction, Finance,
Agriculture and Hotels that are managed
by your Eden Group in Myanmar?

U Chit Khine : In 1990, we founded the
construction business as the first
business of Eden Group. First of all, we
invested in the Hotels and Mining
business in 2000. Then, we made an
effort to invest in Agricultural business in
2009 and banking services and Denko Oil
and Petroleum Trading Business in 2010.

Nagasugi : | would like to know how you
invested in wide range of businesses
too.

U Chit Khine : The reason why we started
our first investment in construction
sector was having the load of needs in
Myanmar’s construction sector and there
were many skillful construction partners
co-operating with me. In 1976, | retired
from Government job then | managed

the restaurants for my first step and
operated the Hotel business. Next, |
started the mining business according to
the coincidence. | invested in the agricul-
tural business because our country is
mainly based on agriculture and wanted
to support the low income families from
this sector. Although | had an idea to
invest in banking sector, | didn’t have
enough capital for that. Afterwards, |
started my operations when | have not
only sufficient amount for capital but also
the permission from the government.

Nagasugi : | guess a lot of capital will be
needed to invest such kind of business.
May | know your financial management
system for business development?

U Chit Khine : | managed the capital
from the profit of operating the construc-
tion over 20 years and funds from
banking sector. We need to get the
supports from the Financing Sector to
expand our business more in future. It is
difficult to invest in all these various
business by only our income.

Nagasugi : | think that foreign direct
investments in Myanmar are increasing
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U Chit Khine, Managing Director, Eden Group.

but some of the investors are worrying
about inflation rate and trade loss etc.

U Chit Khine : Inflation is the bottleneck
from the previous government and we
just found that it has calmed down in one
digit. As the new government handed
over for just one year and we need to
watch patiently. Nothing can be fast as
soon as it started. So transforming from
old system to a new era should take time.
As the current government is leading the
country with transparent and anti-cor-
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ruption system, it would need to take
time to reform for better future.

Nagasugi : Economic reform has been
going on under the new government,
do you find any changes in manage-
ment process? How do you analyze as
Managing Director of Eden Group?

U Chit Khine : All the tender process
under the new government has given
equal opportunities and detail informa-
tion the bidding companies. It also takes
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time for respective department and
sectors to make rules and regulations for
the tender process. Now there are less
projects that have been in close relation
with the government authorities and we
tackle the bribery and corruptions. As the
government staff are still not used to
rules & regulations of the new govern-
ment, there can be delay in the working
process but it's still important to keep
going with progress.

Nagasugi : There are demands from the
Foreign investment firms to take respon-
sibilities and find solutions for the lack of
basic infrastructures and shortage of
electricity. How do you think about these
problems?

U Chit Khine : Rather than developing
the new rules & regulations in the
reformation process, the responsible
persons from UMFCCI are always hearing
the difficulties of private companies. They
discuss with ministers from the Ministry
of Planning and Finance, Ministry of
Commerce and Ministry of Agriculture,
Livestock and Irrigation to develop new
strategy and plan for a better investment
environment. As in the process of
reformation to be a better investment
environment, | would like to urge the
investors to watch and wait patiently.

Nagasugi : Myanmar is now trying to
enter the AEC-ASEAN Economic Commu-
nity and how would Eden Group like to
take part in this process?

U Chit Khine : Resona is the well trusted
bank for small and medium enterpris-
es(SMEs) in Japan and there are needs for
the development of SMEs sectors in Myan-
mar . Therefore, we made the joint venture
between Resona bank and our banks. We
will be so glad if Eden Group can serve as a
bridge between Myanmar and Japan for
SMEs and | also hope that it can help the
development of Myanmar’s Economy.
Japanese investment firms are mostly
investing in the big companies in Myan-
mar. For example, when the big companies
in Japan are investing in Myanmar thereisa
little bit of delay in internal process.
